The curriculum of the Junior (ollege is based on tihe completion of sixty
credit hours in addition to the requi .~ ibo in physical education.and mili-
tary science and tactics., Students ce.llLeting this curriculum and having
grades of C or above in three-fourths ol the credits required and received in
residence and an average grade of at least ¢ will be given a certificate upon
application and payment of fee.

The general framework of the Junior College includes:
1. English--12 credits.
A--English Composition:

1. A1l Freshmen, except those provided for below will take English
Composition for two semesters, 3 credits each semester.

2. Students who in Placement Tests satisfy prescribed standards of
attainment will be excused from English Composition for either or
both semesters.

3. Those whose curricula (in Senior College) require English 155,
Technical Composition, will be excused from English 2.

4, Students who fail to pass the Uniform English Test or who give
other evidences of notatle daficiency in natters of usage are re-
quired in addition to the rezular wori of Enrlish 1, to do care-
fully organized drill in spelling, cepitalization, punctuation, gram-
mar, and sentence structure. Svudents required to do such addition-
al work must attain a salisfactory standard of officiency in ussge
before receiving credi® in Znglish 1,

B--Literature:
All sophomore students must take English 17 and 18, Introduction
to Literature, 3 credits each semester. This course is primarily for
Sophomores, but is apen to especially proficient Freshtmen. Students
in the B.S. curriculun may take English 13-1Y4, Modern Literature,
as an alternative to English 17.-18,

2. Natural Science--8-10 credits.,

The Natural Science group includes Botany, Basteriology, Chemistry, Geo-
logy, Physics, Psychology, Zoology, Correlated Science, and Bact. 10,
Public Health. One year of a laboratory science or sciences is required.

3, Social Studies--12 credits.

The Social Studies group includes History, Cbntomporary Civilization,
Economics, Philosophy, and Political Scicnce,

4. Physical Education--6 crodits.

A1l students are required to complete 3 hours a weelk (2 credits each
gemester) during the Freshman year and two hours a woek (L credit) dur-
ing the Sophomore year.

Studcats vorizing toveris the Dackelor of Arts or Bachelor of
Science desrees must complete in the Janior Collese one year of foreirm
languagze.

The Juaior Colleze B. A. curriculun is desirmed for studonts seeking a
general college education ieading to a Bachelor of Arts degroe. The require-
ments given here are intecndad to insurc the choice of a woll.rsunded curricu~
lunm, one that will include several ficlds of Jmowledge and serve as a founda-
tion for advanced study in any special fiuld which nay bo later chosen as a
major. in Senior Collepse.

The prorequisitcs established by the various major departments of the
College of Letters and Scicnce are stated on pazes 32 to 35. In Junior Colleze
the student should choosge his clective studios with a viow to satisfying these
requirements whencver e has decided upon the field wiich is to be his chief
interest. However, the broad scope of traininz sceured in tho first two
years, as hore outiined, will allow for a latcer changse in this decision with
a minimum of disadvantaso.
